TO BECOME A MEMBER:

Print the application, attached for your convenience, and download a copy of the MSA 
Operating and Safety Rules and Guest Policy, for you to keep on file for your reference. 

1. Bring your application to the rifle range on the 1st, 2nd, or 3rd Saturdays of 
each month no later than 2:45 pm (class will begin at 3pm) and attend a brief 
range orientation and range tour to receive your gate card. {New members are 
subject to Board of Directors approval.}

2. Bring your application to the Shotgun Range Wednesday thru Sunday 11 am 
to dusk. (To receive your gate card bring your signed paper card to the rifle 
range and attend the orientation). (refer to #1). 

3. Mail your completed application and check or money order to the address 
above. This process will take 2 to 6 weeks. You must still attend the range 
orientation to receive your gate card. (refer to #1). 

We recommend that you bring your family when you attend the range orientation to 
get the most out of your new membership.  The range orientation will include a review 
of the Operating and Safety Rules and Guest Policy, a tour of each range with an 
explanation of proper use of each specific range and you will receive your gate card. 
(To replace a lost or damaged card will be a $10.00 fee). Please keep in mind if you let 
your membership lapse you will need to attend the orientation as a new member again. 
MSA’s membership year is from September 1st thru August 31st.

MSA’s goal is to promote firearms safety, recreational shooting, sportsmanship, and 
marksmanship.
